 2nd – 6th May- Mid-term break 

 30th May- No school- bank holiday. 

 30th June- Summer holidays commence @ 12pm

child each night before bed for his/her prayer friend. This very simplistic yet 

meaningful advent ‘project’ is a lovely reminder to us all that advent is a time for 

preparing for our Saviour’s birth and that the most important Christmas 

preparation we can make is to pray a little bit more as a family and school. In 

addition to praying for their prayer friend throughout Advent, we would also 

encourage your child to send a special Christmas card (home-made or bought 

with a nice personal note inside) to his/her prayer friend and the teacher will 

distribute these just before the holidays.  We want to instil in our pupils that ‘it 

is the thought that counts’, often pupils bring presents to school but we really 

believe that a carefully thought out card and message can be even more 

meaningful so please support us in this and help your child to put effort into the 

card rather than buying a gift.
