Things you can do at home to help your children.

e Encourage him or her to hang up their own coat and
continue to promote independent toileting




e Name and talk about the fruits and vegetables you are
eating at home. See if your child remembers the names.
Talk about how they taste, their shape, their colour and
find out what are your child’s favourites

e Look out for circles as you are out and about with your
child — signs, wheels, tyres, tins etc.
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e Enjoy nursery rhymes together

e If you have not already done so, please make sure that
your child’s name is on all belongings. We are sure that
you understand that it is impossible to ascertain who
owns items that are not labelled with a name.

e |f your child is still using a dummy or soother, you
should now really make a concerted effort to end this.
These can have lasting negative effects on your child’s
teeth and speech production.
